ORDINANCE NO.  13-006
An ordinance levying taxes for all corporate purposes of the Village of Pleasant Plains, Sangamon County, Illinois, for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2012 and ending April 30, 2013.
BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Pleasant Plains, Sangamon County, Illinois:

SECTION 1: That the amount hereinafter set forth, or so much thereof as may be authorized by law, and the same are hereby levied upon all property subject to taxation within the municipality as that property is assessed and equalized for the current year, and for such purposes as: General Corporate, Police Protection, Tort and Liability Insurance, Audit and Social Security for the Village of Pleasant Plains, Sangamon County, Illinois, for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2012 and ending April 30, 2013.
